= Contain only a limited set of elements contained in the ES

* Algorithm: iterative process

* Applies Rules 1 and 2 to each ES within one SDS: identifiers are
created and added together (standard phrases)

e Check if all SST are unique

e |f 2 ESSST are ‘equal’, apply Rules 3.1 and 3.2 to identical STT
and repeat until all STT are unique or all rules are used.

* Users can decide to apply an additional rule from Group 3 after
uniqueness is achieved for the sake of understandability

Downstream Users of Chemicals Co-ordination group
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Learnings so far

* It works in many cases, since it follows life cycle stages of a
substance
* In some cases, it shows that ES
— could/should have been combined
— should be ungrouped
— may be incomplete e.g. Title section does not contain enough elements
(PC, AC, SU and elements for Rule 3 if needed)
* 3rd Identifier Rules and standard phrases proposed (pick-lists) to be
further tested
* At DU level: the Structured Short Title is an indication that a use
may be covered, a detailed assessment of the ES itself should
always be conducted
